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The patient presents to clinic on this visit for followup of partial matricectomy associated with medial and lateral border of the right great toe. The patient states that he has no pain. He is ambulating well and has no other pedal complaints associated at this time.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Dermatological – Upon visualization of the surgical site at this time, the area appears to be healing well. There is no erythema, no edema, no purulence. No active signs of infection associated at this time and no pain on palpation.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Status post partial matricectomy medial and lateral border of right great toe.

2. Onychocryptosis and paronychia, resolved.

3. Cellulitis and edema, resolved.

4. Pain and inability to walk, resolved.

PLAN:

1. The patient was examined.

2. At this time, the patient’s surgical area was cleaned with peroxide as well as the Betadine dressing was applied. The patient was advised to continue with soaking instructions and continue with conservative management. At this time, the patient will return to clinic in two weeks for potential discharge.
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
