RE: Givella Ehause

Givella Ehause is an 89-year-old woman, who initially admitted to at Henry Ford Wyandotte Hospital on January 14, 2013 with mental changes, tiredness, and leg swelling and after admission treated for acute atrial fibrillation with rapid ventricular response and also diagnosed with the TIA as well as peripheral vascular disease.

After medically stabilized, she was advised to transfer to Allen Park Heartland Health Care Center on January 22, 2013 for extensive rehabilitation program.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Chronic kidney disease stage III, history of TIA, CVA, chronic atrial fibrillation, hypertension, congestive heart failure, coronary artery disease, and hypercholesterolemia.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She lives alone however had supportive daughters.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW of SYSTEMS: Unable to obtain because she is not verbalizing.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: She is alert and follows simple commands intermittently. Using a nasal cannula of oxygen treatment. Manual muscle strength test showed generalized weakness throughout above 4/5 muscle strength throughout, but sensory test, which deferred because of her mentation. Both legs are very tender and swelling with discoloration noted. Babinski sign was negative bilaterally.

CONCLUSION:

1. Debility with generalized weakness along with gait disturbance.

2. Recent acute on chronic atrial fibrillation with rapid ventricular response.

3. Recent TIA.

4. Peripheral vascular disease.

5. Chronic kidney disease stage III.

6. Hypertension.
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7. History of congestive heart failure.

8. Coronary artery disease.

9. Hypocholesterolemia.

10. History of TIA and CVA.

PLAN/RECOMMENDATION: As she follows we will try with extensive skilled rehabilitation program with physical and occupational therapy to improve muscle strength and mobilities especially ambulation daily program. I will follow this case and depending on her progress further recommendation will be followed regarding rehabilitation program.
