CLINICAL INFORMATION: He is a 23-year-old man who has had episodes of loss of consciousness. He has also had tremor off and on. He has also had memory loss.

MEDICATIONS: None.
PROCEDURE: Ambulatory EEG began on 11/22/2012 and completed on 11/23/2012. The total running time of 23 hours 18 minutes and 50 seconds. The recording consisted of 16 channels of EEG and 1 channel for cardiac rhythm monitoring. He maintained symptom log, but did not have any of his typical episodes with loss of consciousness or shaking. He did not report other symptoms during this study. Overall quality of this study was satisfactory.
DESCRIPTION: Background rhythm activity consisted of low to moderate amplitude alpha rhythm at frequency of about 9-10 Hz over the occipital regions bilaterally. Usual sleep stages were observed. Frequent epileptic discharges were observed in the form of spikes/fully spike slow wave complexes especially during sleep. Spike and slow wave discharges occurred at frequency about 3-4 Hz throughout this study. At times single spike and slow wave discharges were observed with generalized manner. He did not have any clinical symptoms or seizures. No cardiac arrhythmias were noted. Overall quality of this study was satisfactory.

IMPRESSION: Abnormal study demonstrating frequent generalized epileptic discharges arising _____ from both hemispheres throughout this study somewhat consistent with generalized epilepsy syndrome. Clinical correlation is recommended.
