CLINICAL INFORMATION: He is an 8-year-old right-hand dominant Caucasian boy who has had episodes of facial twitching. He has also had staring episodes. He has also had episodes of ____.

MEDICATIONS: Focalin and Celexa.
PROCEDURE: This 24-hour ambulatory EEG began on 01/22/2013 and completed on 01/23/2013 with total running time of 24 hours 29 minutes and 10 seconds. The recording quality was satisfactory. Symptom los was submitted. The patient apparently had three episodes of facial twitching at 3:33 p.m., 7:42 p.m., and 10:52 p.m. during this recording. He did not have any definite generalized tonic-clonic seizures.
DESCRIPTION: Background rhythm activity consisted of low to moderate amplitude alpha rhythm at frequency of about 8-9 Hz over the occipital regions. Usual sleep stages were observed. There was no evidence for epileptic discharges or paroxysmal features. With the episodes of facial twitching no significant abnormality noted. No epileptic discharges or electrographic seizures were observed. Significant artifact was present especially during daytime with episodes of facial twitching muscle contraction and movement artifact was seen without any other abnormality. No cardiac arrhythmias were noted.

IMPRESSION: Normal EEG. It is unlikely that his episodes of facial twitching or epileptic in nature. Clinical correlation is recommended.
