CLINICAL INFORMATION: He is a 60-year-old man who has had right-sided numbness/weakness. He has also had dizziness.

DESCRIPTION: Right side mild atheromatous plaque formation was seen in proximal internal carotid arteries without significant hemodynamic alteration. Peak systolic velocity ICA 79.35 and CCA 94.23 with ICA/CCA ratio of 0.84. Vertebral flow is antegrade.

Left side no plaque formation is seen in internal common carotid artery. Peak systolic velocity ICA is 83.75 and CCA 105.68 with ICA/CCA ratio of 0.79. Vertebral flow is antegrade.

IMPRESSION: Normal carotid ultrasound study.
