CLINICAL INFORMATION: She is an 81-year-old right-hand dominant Caucasian woman who has had dizziness, ataxia, and syncopal episodes. She has had history of hypertension and narcotics hypotension.

DESCRIPTION: Right side some atheromatous plaque formation is observed in common and internal carotid arteries. ICA peak systolic velocity 42.14 and CCA peak systolic velocity 24.79 with ICA/CCA ration of 0.77. Vertebral flow is antegrade.

Left side again mild atheromatous formation is seen in common and internal carotid arteries. ICA peak systolic velocity 73.05 and CCA peak systolic velocity 45.97 with ICA/CCA ratio of 1.59. Vertebral flow is antegrade.
IMPRESSION: This study shows mild internal carotid stenosis 20-59% on both sides. Follow up study in one year or sooner may be considered as dictated by clinical symptoms. Clinical correlation is recommended.
