Chief Complaint (reason for encounter): Psychiatric evaluation requested for management of depression. The patient was admitted here on Zoloft.





History of Present Illness (medical & psychiatric): I reviewed the patient’s chart. This is a new referral to me. The patient was admitted here on 01/16/13 upon transfer from Henry Ford Hospital. The patient was diagnosed with complex UTI and she has multiple medical problems including history of stroke in 2011. The patient admits to feelings of depression, feels helpless, and discouraged over her physical limitations. She denies any suicidal ideation, intent, or plans. The patient has dysarthria and dysfluent speech secondary from CVA. She knew that she is on Zoloft, but could not tell me how long she has been taking Zoloft. She reports that she is sleeping a little too much and her appetite is good. No paranoia, delusions, or hallucinations reported.


Past Medical Hx: Complicated UTI, hyperkalemia, urinary retention, history of CVA, hypertension, and diabetes.


Psychiatric Hx: Depression.


Drug/Alcohol Hx: Denied.


Family/Social Hx: The patient reports that she was married twice. The patient has one son who has been supportive and helpful. The patient’s parents are deceased. She has two sisters who are living, two brothers are deceased. The patient reports that she used to work for Chrysler Company. The patient talked about reverse mortgage on her home.


Current Medications: Ferrous sulfate, Tylenol, aspirin, Colace, folic acid, Lasix, Neurontin, Norco, Protonix, metformin, potassium chloride, senna, Zoloft 25 mg q.d., and simvastatin. The patient is allergic to Keflex and penicillin.





Mental Status Examination:


Physical Appearance: Appropriately dressed.


Motor Movements: Right-sided hemiparesis.


Demeanor: Cooperative.


Level of Consciousness/Attention: Alert.


Orientation: To self. The patient knew she is at nursing home, but did not know the name of the facility, but she knew it is January 25th.


Speech/Language: Dysarthric and dysfluent.


Thought Process: Periods of mild confusion.


Affect/Mood: Dysphoric.


Thought Content: Expressing helplessness over her physical limitations.
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
