This patient returns after a most recent hospitalization, atrial fibrillation, ablation, and history of hypertension. The patient is a diabetic. She has had atrial ablation done more than one and this time however, she was admitted and treated for atrial arrhythmias. She has been continued on Coumadin. She had no recent respiratory infection. She denies fever, chills night sweats, or blackouts. The past history includes coronary artery disease, previous myocardial infarct, diabetes type 2, and peripheral neuropathy. She has had hyperlipidemia, sick sinus syndrome, mitral regurgitation, and coronary artery disease with history of hepatitis B and fibrocystic disease of the breast. She is a nonsmoker. Drug allergies are codeine, Cipro, and _____. Other system review is negative.

O:
On exam, this is a elderly lady who is alert and in no distress. Vital signs: Blood pressure 130/80. Pulse 62. Respirations 22. Temperature 97.0. Weight is 191 pounds. HEENT: Head is normocephalic. Tongue is moist. Nasal mucosa is edematous. Throat is injected. Neck: Supple. Chest: Equal movements with decrease excursion. Breath sounds diminished at the bases with crackles at the lung bases. Heart: Heart sounds are irregular. S1 and S2 are heard with apical systolic murmur. Abdomen: Soft and benign. No masses. Extremities: No edema. Normal reflexes. Neurological: No deficits.

A:
1. Asthma with allergic rhinitis.

2. Atrial fibrillation and ASHD.

3. Degenerative arthritis.

4. Diabetes mellitus and hypertension.

P:
The patient will use Tessalon Perles for cough 100 mg t.i.d., p.r.n. Continue with the nebulized bronchodilator as before. Advised to call, if she has any respiratory infection. Otherwise, follow up here in approximately three months or earlier if necessary. She was given a Ventolin inhaler to be used as needed for shortness of breath.
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
