CHIEF COMPLAINT: Ms. Newsome presents today for six-month followup. Significant past history is positive for three back surgeries and she has periodic epidural injections in lumbar back for her chronic back associated pain. She also has a history of Dianette allergic reaction yellow dye. She sees Dr. Griffin pulmonologist for her chronic lung COPD. She has recurrent asthmatic bronchitis. She had bilateral knee replacement. She sees rheumatologist for a followup regard to that. In going over her health review she had her annual mammogram and she is going to get a colonoscopy done as well.

She has chronic pain at this point is presently L3.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, or weight change. She denies visual changes, sore throat, or sinus congestion. She has intermittent wheezing, chest congestion without chest pain, palpitations or syncope. She has reflux symptoms without change in the bladder or blow habits. She denies weakness, confusion, or headaches. She has back pain and knee pain. She denies skin changes. She denies ____with sleep or mood.

ASSESSMENT & DISCUSSION: Essential hypertension, osteoarthritis, hypothyroidism, lumbar radiculopathy and GERD.

Plan: Plan is to refill her atenolol 50 mg twice a day. She continues her ___ 0.625/2.5 mg daily and she takes potassium 20 mEq four times a day. She should continue with that.
