CHIEF COMPLAINT: Ms. Blackwell presents today with a history of pain, fever, cough and congestion accompanied by weakness. She also reports facial pain. Today, pain level is up to 3 to 4 and 6. This has been developing over the past week.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Positive for fever and chills. No sore throat or sinus drainage and intermittently productive cough with a thick yellow septum. She does have a facial pain with the headache. She feels weak with exertion. She denies change in bladder or blow habits.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: She is a pleasant lady who appears well. VITAL SIGNS: Her temperature is 99.2. Pulse 66. Respirations 18. Blood pressure is 140/88. Examination of the head and neck shows pain to palpitation and percussion over the frontal sinuses worsen left and right. Throat shows thick postnasal drainage. Chest is clear, but she looks as noted pale. She does have 2+ peripheral edema in her legs. O2 saturation is 98%.

ASSESSMENT & DISCUSSION: Acute sinusitis, bronchitis, and anemia.

Plan: Plan is to get a chest x-ray. CBC with differential BUN, creatinine, and electrolytes are stat. 1 of Rocephin IM and prescription for azithromycin 500 mg daily for three days. She was partly given 2 g Rocephin rather than 1. Follow up with lab work indicated ____7 g and she was adimiited to the hospital and was referred to Dr. ____ hospital.
