This 91-year-old African-American female is seen for medication review and followup and the case was discussed with the nursing staff and the chart reviewed and it is reported that she continues to be somewhat paranoid and has periods of agitation with intense anxiety and apprehensiveness when providing care and at times difficult to redirect, but no reported aggressive or threatening behaviors. No reported adverse effects.

On mental status examination, she is alert, but non-spontaneous. Did not maintain an eye contact, it appears anxious and apprehensive and somewhat guarded, but no evidence for any form delusions elicited at this time, but she was observed to stay in the room. No evidence for any active suicidal thoughts, ideas, plans or behaviors. No noted signs of side effects from the medication.

Impression: Dementia with delusions and atypical anxiety disorder.

Plan: Continue with Namenda 10 mg twice a day and Risperdal 0.5 mg at bedtime and Ativan 0.5 mg at noon. Continue with periodic medication review and followup. Medical care to continue as per the medical consultants at the nursing home.
