This 92-year-old single unemployed African-American female seen by me for medication review and followup and reports to have been doing fair, but has been having periods of agitation for which she is in her Zyprexa was increased on 12/18/12 to 7.5 mg with which she has been showing some alleviation of the psychotic symptoms and aggression and agitation. No reported new changes at the present time per nursing staff and there is no documented changes per the chart.

On mental status examination, she is alert, but did not maintain eye contact and was turning away from the interviewer while talking and she is easily irritable and distracted, but no overt aggressive or threatening behaviors and no noted signs of side effects from the medication. Screening for suicidal or homicidal risk factors is rather negative.

Diagnostic Impression: Dementia with delusions and depression.

Treatment Recommendation: In view of her improvement with present medications. Continue with Zyprexa 7.5 mg at h.s., Aricept 10 mg at h.s., trazodone 25 mg at h.s. and Namenda 10 mg twice a day with periodic medication review and followup. Medical care to continue as per the medical consultants at the nursing home.
