This 79-year-old African-American female is seen by me at Lakeshore Healthcare and Specialty Care Center on 01/14/13 for medication review and followup and chart was reviewed and case reviewed with nursing staff who report that he has been doing okay, but still has periods of agitation and continues with irritability and distractibility and inability to care for self and shows no significant changes and continues with periods of aggressiveness towards others, but less frequent than before and no reported adverse effects.

On mental status examination, she is alert, but is very minimal in her interactions, tends to be somewhat easily irritable and distracted at times difficult to understand her speech. No overt aggressive or threatening behaviors. Screening for suicidal and homicidal risk factors is rather negative and no noted signs of side effects from the medication.

Diagnostic Impression: Schizoaffective disorder.
Treatment Recommendation: In view of her relative stability with present medication. Continue with Zyprexa 20 mg at h.s. with periodic medication review and followup. Medical care to continue as per the medical consultants at the nursing home.
