This 61-year-old African-American male was seen by me at Lakeshore Healthcare and the case was reviewed with the nursing staff and chart reviewed and it is reported that he continues with irritability and agitation still withdrawn and isolative and at times was observed to mumble and talk to self, but no reported aggressive or threatening behaviors. No reported adverse effects.

On mental status examination, he is alert and is very minimal in his verbal interactions at times observed to mumble and talk to self, but could not understand what he was saying. No reported suicidal thoughts, ideas, plans or behaviors. Screening for suicidal and homicidal risk factors is rather negative. No change in cognitive dysfunction.

Diagnostic Impression: Dementia with depression and schizophrenia chronic.

Treatment Recommendation: Continue with Paxil 30 mg daily and Risperdal 0.5 mg twice a day and Aricept 10 mg at h.s. with periodic medication review and followup. Medical care to continue as per the medical consultants at the nursing home.
