This 60-year-old African-American male is seen by me at Lakeshore Healthcare. His chart was reviewed. Case discussed with the staff. Who reports that he still is manageable and it is a successful gradual dose reduction and no reported adverse effects, but still has periods of agitation at this time and some difficulty with sleep and no reported adverse effects.

On mental status examination, he is alert and states that things are okay and his speech is somewhat difficult to understand and shows short attention span and concentration. No overt aggressive or threatening behaviors. No noted signs of side effects from the medication and no change in cognitive dysfunction. Screening for suicidal and homicidal risk factors is rather negative.

Diagnostic Impression: Psychotic disorder not otherwise specified with sleep disturbance and behavioral disturbances.

Treatment Recommendation: Continue with Risperdal 1.5 mg at bedtime and trazodone 50 mg at h.s. p.r.n. for sleep. Continue with periodic medication review and followup. Medical care to continue as per the medical consultants at the nursing home.
