The patient is seen for podiatric care per request of nursing staff and/or family member.

O:
The patient is seen at bedside.  Painful ingrown hallux toenail.  She points to the medial lateral border.  The patient has 1+ edema, 1+ erythema.  No drainage.  No sign of infection.

A:
Ingrown medial lateral border bilateral hallux toenail due to subungual exostosis chronic recurrent in nature.

P:
Alcohol scrub, Aerofreeze, partial nail avulsion of medial lateral border bilateral hallux toenails to the proximal eponychium, Silvadene redress.  The patient is to keep dressing clean, dry, and intact x 24 hours.  No further local care should be required.  I will return to see the patient in a week if needed or p.r.n. 8 weeks.
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
