Dear Dr. Alvarado:

This is a followup note on Mrs. Rough. She is an 88-year-old lady with a history of CML, currently on low dose Sprycel. She was intolerant to Gleevec and to Tasigna. Last RT/PCR in October was 0%. The patient apparently was recently found to have proteinuria and was seen by urologist at Ocala Family Medical and multiple medications were changed. The patient claims that she has been feeling very poorly. She feels that her “mouth is swollen,” her tongue is swollen, and she has been having some rash. Of course, she claims that this is all because of the new medications that were started. She denies any urinary problems. No headaches or visual complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. CML, on Sprycel 50 mg, positive Y253H mutation, intolerant to Gleevec and Tasigna.

2. Hypothyroidism.

3. Proteinuria by history.

4. Positive stool guaiacs last month. The patient is refusing any workup.

PLAN:

Currently, the patient claims that she is having too many problems with her new medication. She does not want to have any followup of her positive stool guaiacs. She will be talking to Dr. Alvarado and Ocala Family Medical about referral to Dr. Locay who she has seen in the past. In the meantime, we will get a CBC, CMP, LDH, iron studies, ferritin, and RT/PCR for BCR-ABL. Continue Sprycel 50 mg p.o. q.d. Follow up in two months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
