Dear Dr. Monical:

This is a followup note on Ms. Cooper. As you recall, she is a 56-year-old lady with a history of chronic leukopenia most probably racial. Clinically, she is doing very well. Denies any fevers, chills, night sweats, or recurrent infections. No abdominal pain, urinary or bowel complaints. During her last visit, her serum protein electrophoresis did show some IgG monoclonal protein with kappa light chain specificity, B12 and folate were normal, and white count was 3.7. Differential was fairly normal. Clinically, the patient seems to be doing very well.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. Chronic leukopenia probably racial.

2. Hypertension.

3. Osteoporosis.

4. IgG kappa monoclonal gammopathy.

PLAN:

Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. We will repeat the electrophoretic studies, free kappa and free lambda light chains, calcium, creatinine, and CBC. If these are stable, we will follow up in six months.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in her care.
