IMPRESSION:

1. IgA kappa gammopathy and increased free kappa light chains.

2. Chronic renal failure.

3. Anemia.

4. B12 deficiency.

5. Positive ANA 1:160.

6. Psoriatic arthritis followed by Dr. Bookbinder.

PLAN:

1. CBC and CMP.

2. Repeat electrophoretic studies. If the protein studies are stable, we will follow up in six months.
