He also had increased homocysteine level in the past. He denies any headaches, visual complaints, numbness, tingling, or paresthesias. No fevers, chills, or night sweats.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. History of TIAs.

2. Protein S deficiency.

3. Decreased homocysteine in the past, on aspirin and Foltx.

PLAN:

Clinically, the patient seems to be doing well. Last protein S levels were still low. However, homocysteine level and antithrombin III activity were normal.
