Dear Dr. Popeil:

This is a followup note on Mr. Daniel. As you recall, he is a 75-year-old gentleman with a history of refractory anemia type II with 12% blasts. Last bone marrow in November showing essentially the same 12-14% blasts with normal chromosome studies. The patient has been requiring repeated blood transfusions and platelet transfusions, but in general has felt fairly well with no recurrent infections, bleeding, etc. He is accompanied today with his wife and the daughter. He got blood and platelets just about a week ago.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

IMPRESSION:

1. MDS refractory anemia with excess blasts, on Vidaza.

2. Parkinson’s disease.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

PLAN:

1. Continue chemotherapy. The patient appears to be stable. However, he has been requiring multiple blood transfusions. Therefore, we will get iron studies and ferritin.

2. I suspect his ferritin will be elevated. We will start him on Exjade as well. Follow up in three weeks.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
