Dear Dr. Delgado:

This is a followup note on Mr. Dieffenwierth. As you recall, he is a 67-year-old gentleman with a history of essential thrombocythemia, JAK-2 negative with myelofibrosis and splenomegaly. Currently, he is on Hydrea 500 mg two tablets once a week and has been having fairly decent control of blood counts. His white count is fairly stable. His platelets are in the 600,000 range and hemoglobin is 10.4 with the help of Aranesp therapy. He denies any fevers, chills, or abdominal pain. He had an episode of diarrhea for the last two to three days and has lost some weight. No melena. No headaches or visual complaints.

History and physical are available on chart for review.

Bone marrow in October 2011 showed myelofibrosis inversion 7, colonoscopy was in 2009 and EGD in 2010.

IMPRESSION:

1. Myelofibrosis, JAK-2 negative, splenomegaly, initial diagnosis made seven years ago.

2. Hypertension.

3. History of ischemic colitis.

PLAN:

Continue Hydrea 500 mg two tablets once a week. We will do a CBC, CMP, and LDH. Repeat a bone marrow aspiration and biopsy. Currently, the patient is not symptomatic and is not a candidate for Jakofi therapy.

Again, I do appreciate the opportunity to share in his care.
