The patient is seen for podiatric care in the home setting.  Chief complaint of painful burning feet and painful ingrown left hallux toenail.

O:
2+ edema, 1+ erythema.  Moderate pain with palpation lateral border left hallux toenail.  The patient has overlapping second toe causing dorsolateral pressure causing ingrown lateral border left hallux toenail.  The patient has diabetic neuropathy responding to gabapentin, ketoprofen, and lidocaine cream.

A:
Diabetic.  Diabetic neuropathy responding to treatment.  Ingrown lateral border left hallux toenail.

P:
Establish home visit and evaluation regarding gabapentin.  The patient is responding.  Prescription renewed.  Alcohol scrub, Aerofreeze, partial nail avulsion of lateral border left hallux toenail to the proximal eponychium, Silvadene redress.  Rx Epsom salt soaks, Silvadene redress.  The patient will be seen in a week if needed or p.r.n. 8 weeks.
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
