IMPRESSION:
1. The patient was monitored for 23 hours and 15 minutes.

The maximum heart rate recorded was approximately 103 bpm.

The lowest heart rate recorded was 43.

The average heart rate was 66.

2. The underlying rhythm was sinus.

3. Approximately 1500 ventricular ectopic beats were seen mostly isolated singles, several couplets were noted.

4. Episodes of bradycardia was seen, heart rate in the 50s were at times.

5. No sustained ventricular tachycardia or long pauses.

6. ST segment changes were nonspecific.

7. Intermittent paced rhythm was seen, which is appropriate.

8. Abnormal study.

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS: Ventricular dysrhythmias frequently noted. Recommend evaluation of LV dysfunction and/or ischemia.
