3. Approximately 50 ventricular ectopic beats were seen mostly isolated singles.

4. Few supraventricular beats were seen.

5. No significant bradycardia noted.

6. No sustained supraventricular tachycardia, ventricular tachycardia or long pauses.

7. ST segment changes were nonspecific.

8. No significant Holter findings noted corresponding to the patient’s symptoms noted in the diary and vice versa.

9. Somewhat abnormal study.
