INDICATION FOR THE STUDY: Evaluation of cardiomyopathy, aortic and pulmonary valvular disease.

TWO 2D ECHOCARDIOGRAM REPORT
IMPRESSION:
1. Moderately reduced LV systolic function. Estimated EF of approximately 35%.

2. Decrease moderate concentric left ventricular hypertrophy.

3. Aortic sclerosis.

4. Mild to moderate mitral annular calcification.

5. Moderate left atrial and right atrial enlargement.

6. Linear echodense lesion, in the right ventricle may be related to catheter or pacemaker wire.

7. Possible trace pericardial effusion noted.

8. With limitation, as seen from the apical view, no definite intramural thrombi or masses seen.

CW & PW DOPPLER FLOW
IMPRESSION:
1. Antegrade flow across the mitral, aortic, tricuspid and pulmonic valves appears to be normal.

2. At least moderate mitral regurgitation.

3. Moderate-to-severe tricuspid regurgitation.

4. Mild aortic regurgitation.

5. Pulmonary hypertension, as indicated by tricuspid flow velocities.
