The patient is seen for podiatric care in the home setting.  Chief complaints of painful thickened toenails and painful plantar callus right foot.

O:
Thickened mycotic toenails noted with 2-mm thickness, yellow discoloration, distal nail lysis, and dry subungual cellular debris.  PVD noted, decreased turgor, absent pedal pulses and dystrophic nails.  The patient has an IPK sub-first MPJ right.  The patient has a history of spinal stenosis.

A:
Spinal stenosis.  Diabetic.  Onychomycosis 1-5 bilateral.  PVD bilateral.  #1 hyperkeratotic lesion right foot.

P:
Débridement of diabetic mycotic toenails, 1-5 right 1-5 left, care taken to remove the entire mycotic nature of each nail without hemorrhage.  Curettement and paring hyperkeratotic lesion #1 right foot.  I will return to see the patient in 8 weeks or p.r.n.
