The patient is seen for podiatric care home setting.  Chief complaint of painful legs and feet and painful plantar callus left foot.

O:
Dermatological exam reveals no open lesions.  Orthopedic exam reveals painful plantar callus left foot.  Neurological exam reveals diminished sensorium.  Vascular exam reveals decreased turgor, absent pedal pulses, and dystrophic nails.

A:
PVD bilateral.  #1 hyperkeratotic lesion plantar left foot.

P:
The patient is scheduled for an arterial Doppler to rule out extent of vascular disease.  The patient was given light exercise for post revascularization.  The patient was advised to quit smoking.  Curettement and pairing of hyperkeratotic lesion #1 left foot.  I will return to see the patient in p.r.n. or arterial Doppler.
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
