The patient is seen for podiatric care in the home setting.  Chief complaint of painful plantar feet.

O:
Dermatological exam reveals no open lesions.  Vascular exam reveals diminished pedal pulses.  Neurological exam reveals normal sensorium.  Orthopedic exam reveals IPK sub-second MPJ bilateral and severe HAV bilaterally.  The patient has history of RA and DJD.

A:
DJD bilateral.

P:
Establish home visit evaluation regarding DJD.  Rx gabapentin, ketoprofen, lidocaine cream 120 g apply t.i.d. with five refills.  Curettement and paring hyperkeratotic lesions bilateral plantar feet. Débridement of mycotic toenails, 1-5 right 1-5 left, care taken to remove the entire mycotic nature of each nail without hemorrhage.  I will return to see the patient p.r.n.
