PROCEDURE NOTE

PROCEDURE: A two-dimensional echocardiogram with Doppler M-mode and color‑flow mapping was obtained on this 41-year-old male who presented for echocardiographic evaluation. The standard views were obtained to include parasternal long axis, short axis, apical four–chamber, and subcostal views.
FINDINGS: The study quality is good. Underlying rhythm is atrial fibrillation. There is left atrial enlargement present. Right atrial enlargement is present. The left ventricle demonstrates mild to moderate left ventricular hypertrophy. There is global hypokinesis present. The left ventricular ejection fraction is 35%. There is right ventricle enlargement is present. No pericardial effusion thrombus of agitation is otherwise identified. The tricuspid valve demonstrates mild tricuspid regurgitation. The estimated PA pressure systolic is 31 mmHg. Aortic valve is noted to be normal. The mitral valve demonstrates moderate mitral regurgitation. There is further noted to be trivial pulmonic insufficiency. Of note, the septal motion is noted to be abnormal.

CONCLUSION:
1. Moderate left ventricular dysfunction with global hypokinesis.

2. Biatrial enlargement.

3. Left ventricular hypertrophy.

4. RV enlargement.

5. Mild mitral regurgitation.

6. Mild tricuspid regurgitation.
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
