PROCEDURE: A two-dimensional echocardiogram with Doppler M-mode and color‑flow mapping was obtained on this 41-year-old male with history of cardiomyopathy. The standard views were obtained to include parasternal long axis, short axis, and apical four-chambers and subcostal views.

FINDINGS: The study technically difficult due to underlying obesity, underlying rhythm appears to be atrial fibrillation. Left atrial in enlarge. Right atria further noted to be enlarged. The left ventricular function is noted to be globally depressed. The left ventricular ejection fraction is 35%. No segmental wall motion abnormalities are noted. The right ventricle is noted to be normal. Pericardium reveals no pericardial mass or effusion. Aortic valve is tricuspid there is no aortic insufficiency or aortic stenosis. Mitral valve reveals no mitral regurgitation or mitral stenosis. There is trivial tricuspid regurgitation. The estimated PA pressure systolic is 27 mmHg.

CONCLUSION:
1. Severe left ventricular dysfunction with left ventricle ejection fraction of 25-35%.

2. Biatrial enlargement.

3. Trivial tricuspid regurgitation.

4. Left ventricle enlargement as described.
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
