Mary Albus continues to followup for insulin-dependent diabetes, treated with an insulin pump.

Overall her control had been reasonable up until recently when, because of the holidays, her blood sugars have increased.

The most recent hemoglobin A1c is 8.2%, higher than optimal.

On examination blood pressure is 110/62 and weight 153 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs are clear. Peripheral examination otherwise grossly intact.

Her pump program has again been evaluated and changes made to her basal and bolus programs.

I have asked her to return for routine followup visit in about three months and in the meantime I have cautioned her with regards to proper eating habits and continue exercise.
