On this visit, it was noted that his blood sugars were elevated recently because of secondary to allergy problems which he required steroid treatments.

Today, he feels much better and states that his blood sugars are better controlled and he is no longer taking steroids.

His blood pressure 116/72 and weight 207 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs are clear and peripheral examination otherwise grossly intact.

I have again instructed him with regards to diet and exericse and continue his current program on Janumet 51,000 mg twice daily in addition to simvastatin and I have asked him to return for followup in three months.
