The patient is an 80-year-old female admitted from Jersey City Medical Center with a chief compliant of shortness of breath and deconditioning. She was treated for altered mental status, and sepsis with pneumonia with IV antibiotic therapy at Jersey City Medical Center for over 14 days. Blood cultures, urine cultures, and sputum cultures were negative. She was treated empirically for both spectrum, angiogram was negative as well as *__________* since the pneumonia was occurred in the hospital. The patient was admitted there with severe shortness of breath, constipation, peptic ulcer disease otherwise endoscopy, increasing shortness of breath, pneumonia, and sepsis, required IV antibiotic therapy for 14 days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Positive for organic brain syndrome as well as heart disease, chronic renal insufficiency, hypertension, hypertensive cardiovascular disease, and osteoarthritis.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not drink, smoking, or use intravenous drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

ALLERGIES: Sulfa.

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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is afebrile at presents.
