NEUROLOGICAL FOLLOWUP
SUBJECTIVE: History of multiple sclerosis. She was last time seen in April 2011 and was doing well on Copaxone. She was recently seen by ophthalmologist who recommended neurological followup. She needed stronger glasses. Denied new numbness, paresthesias, ataxia, vision loss, diplopia or fatigue. No history of new pregnancies.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Positive for mild headache, it is occasional. She is smoking occasionally.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Blood pressure: 118/78 mmHg. Pulse: 91. Weight: 170 pounds. Height: 5’8”. SO2: 95%. She is wearing glasses. Right optic nerve pallor. Visual fields are grossly intact. No efferent pupillary defect. Left mild dysmetria and finger-to-nose ataxia. Gait is steady. Deep tendon reflexes are symmetric. Sensation is normal.

IMPRESSION:
1. Multiple sclerosis, likely in remission.

2. Myopia, got worse.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will repeat MRI of the brain to rule out subclinical attacks. Continue Copaxone at the same dose. Continue vitamin D and vitamin C supplements. I will update the patient about the result of the MRI. She will continue to follow with her primary care physician.

At least 50% of visit was spent in patient education discussing disease state, prognosis, diagnostics, treatment, and potential progression or outcomes. Face to face time with the patient was 30 minutes. Patient was told to call the office with any questions regarding disease, results or medication questions.

Side effects of medications prescribed today were discussed, including but not limited to, drowsiness, nausea/vomiting, rash, allergic reaction, weight gain, edema, cognitive impairment, interaction with other medications, and adverse effects on driving.
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
