Reason for Visit: The patient has continuous vomiting and UA was done and it showed evidence of UTI on 06/22/13 and is more than 100,000 white cell count in the urine and +4 bacteria plus.  He was started empirically on Cipro 250 mg b.i.d. Today, he started vomiting with gastritis. The patient stated when he takes all the medication together he starts nausea and vomiting. No abdominal pain.

Physical Examination: General: He is lying in bed, in no acute distress. Vital Signs: Stable. HEENT: Eyes, he is legally blind. Neck: Supple. Chest: Clear to auscultation bilateral. Heart: Normal S1 and S2. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds normoactive. Extremities: There is no edema. Peripheral pulses felt. CNS: Oriented x2.

Assessment & Plan:
1. UTI, we will continue Cipro 250 mg b.i.d. and we will wait for the culture to adjust his antibiotic based on the culture.

2. Vomiting probably due to gastritis. The patient stated he is taking all the medications at the same time, which can contribute to his gastritis, so we will spare the timing of the medication, so he will not get it all together and I will speak to the nurse.

3. Rheumatoid arthritis, asymptomatic.

4. Pain in the knees. I will add Capsaicin cream 0.0758% apply moderate amount twice a day to the affected area.
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
