Dear Ms. Martinez:

Ms. Angelica Eroza-De-Perez was involved in a motor vehicle accident on November 7, 2011 and has been evaluated in our clinic mainly for cognitive impairment. Her cognitive impairment according to the patient has become noticeable for fairly longtime after the accident about a year after and has been getting progressively worse. The patient does specify that it was not present immediate. Our workup has revealed potential causes that could contribute to the stated cognitive impairment including elevated ANA and low vitamin D level. According to the patient, cognitive issues either were not present immediately after the accident and was started about a year after or she had them initially, but improved rapidly and had a relapse about a year after. However, within the last year to year and half she has been experiencing significant progressive memory issues and difficulty with concentration. Her workup was significant for elevated ANA, which potentially could indicate an autoimmune process and her vitamin D level was low, both if not mentioned could impact the patient’s cognitive performance. Since her impairment did not start for prolonged time after the accident at this point it is difficult to make a straight connection of present cognitive issues to motor vehicle accident of 2011 and I need to rule out other possible contributing factors. Additionally, I have recommended neuropsychological testing as well as rheumatological evaluation to rule out an autoimmune condition, which has not been done yet. We could replace neuropsychological evaluation by computerized cognitive testing. The patient will be reevaluated after I obtain requested consultations.
