CARDIOLOGY CLINIC NOTE
REASON FOR VISIT:  Followup.

Dear Colleagues:

We had the pleasure of seeing Mr. Bruce who you well know is a very pleasant 34-year-old male with a past medical history of no significant disease.  He is in our clinic today as a followup.

On today’s visit, he is complaining of chest pain occurring at rest as well as with no exertion, which are moderate in severity occurring about two to three times in a month, which decreased from five to two from the last visit.  Denies any shortness of breath, any palpitation, any dizziness, and no passing out.  There is no claudication.  There is no lower limb edema.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:  There is no significant past medical history.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:  There is no significant past surgical history.

SOCIAL HISTORY:  Insignificant for smoking, drinking alcohol, or using illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY:  Significant for hypertension in his family.

ALLERGIES:  NKDA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:  Vital signs:  On today’s visit, blood pressure is 110/80 mmHg, pulse is 68 bpm, weight is 215 pounds, and height is 5 feet 10 inches.  General:  He is alert and oriented for time, place, and person, but in apparent distress.  HEENT:  Reveal normocephalic and atraumatic.  Pupils are round and reactive to light and accommodation.  Extraocular motor is intact.  Neck is supple.  Trachea is centered.  There is no JVD.  Carotid upstrokes are bilaterally brisk without any bruits.  Lungs:  Clear to tympanic auscultation bilaterally without any wheeze.  Cardiovascular:  Regular rate and rhythm.  S1 and S2.  No rubs, gallops, or murmurs appreciated.  Point of maximal intensity, fifth intercostal, midclavicular.  Abdomen:  Soft, nontender, and nondistended.  Positive bowel sounds in all four quadrants.  No rebound tenderness.  Extremities:  No clubbing, cyanosis, or edema.  +2 pulses bilateral.  5/5 muscle strength.

ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. CHEST PAIN:  On today’s visit, the patient denies any chest pain and there is no typical chest pain.  So, there is no future assessment and plans for this patient.

Thank you for allowing us to participate in the care of Mr. Covington.  Our phone number has been provided for him to call with any questions or concerns.  We will see him back in our clinic in about five months.  In the meanwhile, he is instructed to follow up with his primary care physician for continuity of healthcare.
