CARDIOLOGY CLINIC NOTE
REASON FOR VISIT:  Followup.

Dear Colleagues:

We had the pleasure of seeing Mr. Beck who you well know is a very pleasant 58-year-old gentleman with a past medical history significant for hypertension and coronary artery disease status post left heart catheterization and that was successfully stented with Endeavor drug-eluting stent in the proximal and mid LAD using 3.5 x 15 mm stent in April 2012.

On today’s visit, the patient states that he denies any chest pain, shortness of breath, orthopnea or paroxysmal nocturnal dyspnea.  He denies any leg pain, leg swelling, or claudication.  He denies any lightheadedness, dizziness, presyncopal, syncopal, or sudden loss of consciousness. He is compliant with all his medication.  He visits his primary care physician regularly.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Borderline diabetes mellitus.

3. Coronary artery disease.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:  Left heart catheterization with successful drug-eluting stent in LAD on April 6, 2012.

SOCIAL HISTORY:  He was a smoker in the past and he quit smoking two years back.  He denies any alcohol or illicit drug use.
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FAMILY HISTORY:  Significant for coronary artery disease, hypertension, and diabetes mellitus.

ALLERGIES:  No known drug allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS:
1. Amlodipine Besylate 10 mg one q.d.

2. Ranitidine 150 mg one b.i.d.

3. Pravastatin sodium 20 mg one q.h.s.

4. Metoprolol tartrate 25 mg one b.i.d.

5. Tamsulosin HCl 0.4 mg one o.d.

6. Ecotrin 325 mg one tablet daily.

7. Effient 10 mg one tablet daily.

DIAGNOSTIC INVESTIGATIONS:
EKG:  Done on October 9, 2012, showed normal sinus rhythm with ventricular beats of 71 bmp and occasional premature ventricular contractions and T-wave inversion in aVL.

STRESS TEST:  Done on April 5, 2012, showed positive stress test with unstable angina.

LEFT HEART CATHETERIZATION:  Done on April 6, 2012 showed 90% stenosis of the left anterior descending at the level of the first diagonal branch.  It is followed by successful PTCA and stenting of the proximal and mid LAD across the first diagonal branch using 3.5 x 15 mm Endeavor drug-eluting stent.
ASSESSMENT AND PLAN:
1. CORONARY ARTERY DISEASE:  The patient is status post left heart catheterization with Endeavor drug-eluting stent in LAD in April 2012.  The patient denies any cardiac symptoms including chest pain, shortness of breath, orthopnea, or paroxysmal nocturnal dyspnea.  We have advised the patient to continue the current medication as per guidelines and we will follow the patient regarding the coronary artery disease and/or any symptoms of coronary artery disease.

2. HYPERTENSION:  The patient is advised to continue the same medications.  On the today visit, the patient’s blood pressure is 118/80 mmHg, which is under control. We have also advised the patient to adhere to a low-salt and low-fat diet.
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3. HYPERLIPIDEMIA:  The patient is a known case of hyperlipidemia.  He is on pravastatin 20 mg once a day.  The patient actually ran out pravastatin a week ago.  We have refilled the medication and we have advised him to be compliant with the medications and follow up with the primary care physician for lipid profile testing and liver function test.  We have also asked him to adhere to a low-fat diet.

Thank you very much for allowing us to participate in the care of Mr. James Beck.  We have provided him with our contact number and telephone numbers to call up with any questions or concerns.  We will see him back in three months’ time.  Meanwhile, he is instructed to follow up with his primary care physician.
